Speeding and Misuse of Access Control Discs

Rules and Articles of Association are based.

The Security Department is concerned with the number of
speeding motor vehicles which travel on the Estate, coupled
with the unauthorized misuse of access control discs. We
have been monitoring the speed limit with the use of speed
timing and CCTV camera devices and have noticed that
drivers are not adhering to the speed limits which have been
implemented by ZEMA and enforced by the Security
Department.

The Lifestyle Guide clearly
operate any vehicle on any road within the Estate at a speed
in excess of 25 (Twenty Five) km/hr. All vehicles are subject
to periodic speed monitoring by the Est at eds
Company. The Association may, if it considers necessary or
desirable to do so, impose a speed limit different than that
referred to above upon such roads or portions of roads as it
may deem fit, either tempora

Further to the Lifestyle Guide is the Fines Procedure in
Chapter Nine which states A1
exercise any level of discretion and must issue fines strictly
according to the rules and regulations of the Estate.

only a danger to you the driver, but to everyone on the Estate
including our beautiful Bushbuck and Wildl'ife.

The Speed limit is clearly indicated and a speed camera sign
is on the access booms for all Drivers on the Estate.

The Lifestyle Guide further
stop at all security control gates/booms and then proceed by
operating his/her remote/disc. Should a Member not be in
possession of his remote/disc or should the remote system
not be operating, then the Member may only proceed with
the aid of the guard on duty. Abuse of security personnel
(who have a very specific and responsible job to do) is strictly
prohibited. Tailgating (i.e. proceeding through the gates or
booms when operated by the car in front of you) is strictly
prohibited as it negates the recording system and
compromi ses security.o A de
individual and that person may only use the device to
facilitate his/her own access through the Estate, not assisting
other persons access to any part of the Estate.

We all need to adhere to the Strict Access Control measures
we have at Zimbali, as this is the most vital point of access to
the Estate. We should never compromise our Security and
allow any misuse of any access discs/remotes. Our aim is to
ensure a safe and secure environment for everyone on the
Estate and we will continue to uphold the Rules, Regulations
and Protocols of ZEMA.

Access Control Security Officers performing their duties at
Zimbali Estate are always there to assist and reiterate the
Speeding Rules to all drivers.

All drivers are therefore reminded of the rules of the Estate
and when the Security officer is issuing the speeding fines
always remember, he has been instructed to enforce the
Rules, Regulations and the Protocols of the Association by
the ZEMA Security Department. We will be intensifying our
enforcement of the speed limits in the hope that this will
result in a reduction of speeding on the Estate.

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Replacement of the Fence Line at
the Beach Estate

This replacement of the fence line at the Beach Estate has
been completed and clearing of the area has commenced.
The fence and electrical wiring has since been installed,
however prior to the fence line being commissioned it will be
thoroughly inspected and any snags identified. The clean up
of this area will also be a factor as the amount of concrete
blocks removed from the ground was excessive. ZEMA will
try to use the concrete blocks for future erosion control. One
major concern noticed during this project was the extent of
soil erosion over the years. Erosion is excessive and a factor
we all have to take into consideration for future projects and
